The relationship between Hogan and Savage has been tumuituous to
say th_ﬁ]t_:ﬁt, The two men staried out #s enemies upon Savage's
arrival it the WWF, engaging in a sedien of bratal brawls during
which Savage did everything in hisl'p-uﬁcr to take the litle.

The mutual epsyity was later hmied one evening al a taping of
Saturday Night's Main Event. Macho Man was being brutally
worked over by severl of Jimmy Hart's goons. Elizabeth, Macho
Man's beantiful side-kick and manager, ran backstage for help, The
First Lady of Wrestling soon retumed with the Hulkster in tow, and
both Hogan and Savage teamed up to clear the ring of the Hart
Foundation membets. The two power-hoases then turned to one
another and, with encouragement from Elizabeth, shook bands.
This mementous bandshake signaled the creation of the "Mega-
Powers,” perhaps the most awesome tag team in WWF history.

Shoulder Block—An NFL-quality fiying shoulder dlock makes
Randy wish he were wearing pads.

Atomic Drop—Hogan hoists the "Macho Man™ high onto his
shoulder, then sends him crashing down onto an outstretched knee.

Clothesline—The Hulkster bangs Savage out 10 dry with this stiff-
arm clothesline, and with Hogan's massive, python-like ams, that's
some laundering!

Supley—There are a number of varifitions on this move. One is the
Vertical Suplex, where Hogan bends Savage over in a front
facelock, then hoists him by the side of his trunks high into the air
and falls backwards, crushing Savage beneath. There is also the
belly-to-back version, which starts like the atomic drop—Hulk lifts

Savage onto his shoulder—but then Hogan falls backwards, deiving
Macho's head and shoulders into the canvas!

Legbomb—~DiBiase is down! The Hulkster gets a running start,
bounces off the ropes, and leaps into the air. He crashes down, leg-
first, on his opponent. Then he covers Savage for an attempted pin!

elhbows in wrestling, and here he unleashes it on the Champ's skull.

Body Biock—Savage uses his body as 2 projectile and launches
himsei{ at Hogan"s upper body! -A direct bit can de some damage.

Super Ax Handlso—0ae of the most electrifying moves in pro
wrestling, Savage throws Hogan from the ring, and then scampers,
cat-like, to the top rope and crashes (o the arena lNoor, beth fists
slamming inic the Champ's head and shoulders along the way!

Kneedrop—Hogan is flat on his back, so Randy leaps high into the
air and drops, knee-first, onto Hogans throat and chest, That'll
choke you up!

Doubie Chop—-Similar to the Super Ax Handle, except this time the
"Macho Man” brings his clenched fists down on Hogan while the

Chanyp is standing in the ring.

Savage Elbow—The most dangerous elbow drop in wrestling is
delivered by Randy Savage off the top rope! Can even Hogan get
up from this?

Special Event

"Sensational” (or "Scary”, il you like) Sherrd distracts the Champ
while Savage punches him from behind. What a couple of sneaks!



Hulk Hogan
VS.
"Million Dollar Man” Ted DiBiase

History

The conflict between Hogan and DiBiase is easy enough to
understand. DiBiase is conviced that money can buy anything—
even the WWF title, Hogan's response: "No sale.”

T}iBiase has made several attempis to sieze the WWF stmap.
First, he offered to simply purchase the title and belt from the
Rulksier, offering milliions both to the champ and to his favorite
charities, After a week of agonizing soul-searching, Hogan
appeared on television with his answer. "Hell nol™

Not to be deterred, DiBiase took another approach, purchasing
the services of Andre the Giant from manager Bobby "The Brain”
Heenan, The Giant soon got a title shot at Hogan on prime-time
network TV, with DiBiase at his comer. But the "Million Dollar
Man” wasn't taking any chances. Upon learning that referee Dave
Hebner had a twin brother, DiBiase hired the him io create havoc at
the title match. The strategem worked, too, as the "evil twin”
counted Hogan's shoulders down {(despite the fact that they were
clearly off the mat), and the belt was awarded to Andre, who
prompily handed it over to DiBiase,

Once again, however, DiBiase was foited. WWF President Jack

Tunney announced that while the WWTF was recognizing Andre's
victory, the tifle could not be handed over to someone else in this
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fashion. Asa result, the belt was held up at a tournament scheduled
for WrestleMania I'V. At that tournament, Andre succeeded in
getting both Hogan and himself disqualificd early, while the Million
Dollar Man worked his way through the ranks,. . -

The final round of the toumament came down to a match
between DiBiase and Randy Savage, during which Hogan came to
ringside to keep Andre from interfering on DiBiase's behalf, Durlng
a wild finish, Hogan knocked out DiBiase with a chair and Savage
pinned him tor win the belt. '

DiBiase has never forgiven Hogan for costing him the tifle and
has vowed to use any methods—including his native wrestling skill,
which is considemble~to finally take the prize that has, so far,
eluded him. - :

Special Eveat

Virgil, DiBiase's body-guard, interferes in the match, distracting
Hogan while his employer sneaks up from behind!
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When high on DPs, revert to defanswc wrtsﬂmg until the DPs
drop below the danger point.

Don't be afraid to vse your Spmal Event {sce the section called
"$pecial Event”) when your wrestler is in trouble—that's what it's
there for.

If your weestler is law on Power and doesn’t seem likcly o ke
the match, wrestle for the draw, enpccially your title is at slakt
There's no shame in a tic. -

Start out with Basic Mnm unitil your wrestier has huih np
sufficient power and mﬂmlﬂi some serious damage, thn'.:n mﬂ’lﬂ: nn
to Major Moves. ¢

Flaying slowly and mnsmnﬂvcly may not be the hesk way to
win a match. Sure, vou can H-H' what your opponent is doing and
olan your moves to counter his strategy. But somelimes the best
strategy js to be aggressive and keep your opponent hopping. Put
the pressure on him by choosing your moves guickly, and he's
bound to make a fatal misiake.
